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The research subject of SMART 2009/0061 is the role and impact of scientific and professional societies in ICT research, education and innovation.

The main objective of this study is: "to identify the needs, opportunities, and options for action to foster European scientific societies in the area of information and communication technologies and to make them more competitive at an international level".

Objectives:
· To gather and analyze information about societies and their role in ICT research,education and innovation.

· To perform an assessment of the actual contribution of societies in ICT research, ,education and innovation.

· To analyze the impact of "participative" technologies and services, such as web 2.0, on the future of scientific societies, particularly in enabling new ways of producing and sharing knowledge and for building consensus around it.

· To gather and analyze opinions of European ICT researchers, business, industrial stakeholders and policy-makers on issue: how they perceive the lack of world-wide competing societies headquartered in Europe.

· To outline the strategy options to enable European scientific societies in the area of information and communication technologies to become more competitive at an international level, with a view to strengthening their contributions to the future developments of ICT and reverse the brain drain from Europe”.
